Preparedness

� Community Colleges must prepare and protect 
themselves in the event of a man-made or natural 
disaster.

� Individual preparedness of the private citizen is not 
only critical to survival but an important (no, the 
most important) component in our community, state 
and nation’s tactic for homeland security and 
disaster response.



Critical Event

� A critical event threatens people and/or 
their homes, work, and community: 

– Your college has an emergency plan.  It is 
important.  You are important and your college 
is a business.

– Why important?:

The majority of businesses spend less than 3% of their total 
budget on business recovery planning.

93% of companies that experience a significant data loss are out of 
business within five years.

44% of companies that lose records in a disaster never resume 
business.

47% of businesses that experience a fire or major theft go out of 
business within two years.



What is a Disaster Event

� Any unplanned event that can cause deaths or 
significant injuries to staff, faculty, students, and/or 
the public

Any unplanned event that can:
•Shut down our college
•Disrupt operations
•Cause physical or environmental damage
•Threaten the facility’s financial standing or public 
image



Types of Disasters

Criminal
– Workplace violence
– Terrorism

Natural
- Weather related

Technological
- Dam failure
- Power outages

Direction and Control

� Someone must be in charge in an emergency

� A system for managing resources that follows the NIMS (National 
Incident Management System) and know ICS (Incident Command
System)



The Incident Command System (ICS):

ICS is a standardized, on-scene, all-hazard 
incident management concept. 

Allows its users to adopt an integrated organizational structure
to match the complexities and demands of single or multiple 
incidents without being hindered by jurisdictional boundaries.



ICS Purpose

� Using management best practices, ICS helps 
to ensure:
– The safety of responders and others.

– The achievement of tactical objectives.

– The efficient use of resources.

� Prepare an emergency kit

� List of valuables
