WASPC is the state agent for the program
The mapping software provides a common platform for floor

plans, aerial photos, pictures, and pre-planned tactical
responses to be immediately available to responders
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Public Works, Pubic Health, Health Care, Emergency = Communications,
Emergency Management, Special Teams (HAZMAT), Gover nment
agencies, Fire, Police, Emergency Medical services and Private Security.
