2. Credit for prior learning is awarded on a course-equivalency basis and must meet the course outcomes.
3. Credits awarded will be for courses taught at Pierce College.

4. The student must complete 12 credits at the College with a GPA of 2.00 or above before applying for PLA credit.
5. The student will work with the appropriate department/program faculty in which the student is seeking credit.
6. The student must provide evidence based documentation for credit evaluation.
7. PLA credits may be applied to a maximum of 25% of the total degree or certificate credits.  

8. PLA credits are awarded on a pass/fail basis only.  

9. PLA credits do not count toward residency requirements for a degree.   
10. Students seeking PLA credits are charged PLA Evaluation fees of $30.00 per approved credit. This fee must be paid after the PLA evaluation and before credits can be posted on the student’s transcript.
11. The Prior Learning Assessment Evaluation form must be filed with the Registrar's Office no later than the 3rd week of the quarter for processing within the current quarter. Forms received after the 3rd week will be processed in the subsequent quarter.

1. Prior Learning Assessment (PLA) awards credit for documented experiential learning outside the College.

2. Credit will be awarded for courses offered at Pierce College.

3. The student must complete 12 credits at the College with a GPA of 2.00 or above before applying for PLA credit.

4. PLA credits may be applied to a maximum of 25% of the total degree or certificate credits.  

5. Prior learning credits do not count toward residence requirements.
6. Students seeking PLA credits are charged PLA Evaluation fees of $30.00 per approved credit.   The fee must be paid before PLA credits are posted on the student’s transcript.
7. Credit for Prior Learning Assessment Evaluation forms must be filed with the Registrar's Office no later than the 3rd week of the quarter for timely processing and recording. Forms received after the 3rd week will be processed in the subsequent quarter.
	Credit for Prior Learning Assessment Procedures


1. Students can obtain the Credit for Prior Learning Assessment Evaluation form from the Registrar's Office, Advising Center, Program Coordinators or Faculty Advisor.
2. Students can inquire about the process for PLA credit from Faculty Advisors and Program Coordinators.

3. If PLA is appropriate, the student will work with the appropriate department/program of the degree program in which the student is seeking credit. 
4. The student will work with the PLA Evaluator to compile documentation for prior learning assessment credit by matching their experiential learning to course objectives. The PLA Evaluator will determine which courses and how many credits will be approved for PLA credit.  Evaluators will maintain student PLA files for 5 quarters.
5. The PLA Evaluator will sign the Credit for Prior Learning Assessment Evaluation form indicating credit for PLA approval.
6. The PLA Evaluator will submit to the Program Coordinator the student documentation and the Credit for Prior Learning Assessment Evaluation form for signature approval. 
7. The student will take Prior Learning Assessment Evaluation form to the Cashiers’ Office and make payment for approved credits.
8. The Prior Learning Assessment Evaluation form must be filed with the Registrar's Office no later than the 3rd week of the quarter for processing with the current quarter. Forms received after the 3rd week will be processed in the subsequent quarter.

9. The Registrar’s Office will submit paperwork for faculty payment.
