`Authorization for Expenditure from Fort Steilacoom Services & Activities Reserve Funds to be allocated towards the Pierce Transit Agreement.
The Pierce College District Board of Trustees authorizes up to $17,000 from the Pierce College Fort Steilacoom Services and Activities Fund Balance, as recommended by the Associated Student Government, to be used for the financial obligation of the contract between Pierce Transit and Pierce College, active January 01, 2019 to December 31, 2019.
Having heard from the students over the Fall Quarter, the ASPCFS has identified that transportation to and from the college campus presents one of the many challenges for Pierce College students to overcome. Community Colleges are characteristically challenging for those without good transportation options to attend, given the lack of onsite housing typical amongst more conventional four-year institutions. Excluding those students only enrolled in online classes, all Pierce College Fort Steilacoom students are required to commute to attend their classes. Moreover, Pierce College faces a unique challenge by way of the diverse community and broad area we serve. Low-income students that are not capable of affording reliable personal transportation or under-aged running start students who rely on others for transportation face a challenge that presents a disadvantage to their education.

 As such, the ASPCFS Student Government has seen fit to coordinate efforts with Pierce Transit to provide students with adequate and affordable public transportation. Funding access to Pierce Transit, at no cost to the students, from January 2019 to January 2020 will create a viable avenue to offer reliable, economical, and sustainable transportation to the students of Pierce College Fort Steilacoom. Henceforth, we are cooperating with Pierce Transit so that Pierce College Fort Steilacoom expands its ability to provide quality educational opportunities for a diverse community of learners to thrive in an evolving world.
