Student Matriculation Fee
WHEREAS, the students at Pierce College in accordance with RCW 28B.15.041 and RCW 28.B.15.610, with the support of the Associated Students of Pierce College Fort Steilacoom (ASPCFS) and the Associated Students of Pierce College Puyallup (ASPCP) voted in 1994 to assess students a Comprehensive Fee as approved by the Board of Trustees; and

WHEREAS, the ASPCFS and ASPCP have reviewed this fee and have by majority vote in an Open Joint Special Assembly recommend to the Board of Trustees to replace the Comprehensive Fee with a new Student Matriculation Fee; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the Student Matriculation Fee is to remove barriers and support students throughout admissions, testing, graduation, transcripts, and enhance the experiences for students to enrich the cultural, emotional, intellectual, physical and social well-being of the students through quality matriculation practices that support these efforts; 

THEREFORE, be it resolved that the Board of Trustees of Community College District 11, Pierce College approves the Student Matriculation Fee and declares the following for implementation of the Fee: 

1. For all registrations for Fall Quarter 2022 and beyond collect a fee of $2.50 per credit, capped at 12 credits for all credit-bearing coursework and Transitional Education coursework, to be collected as the “Student Matriculation Fee”.

2. Authorizes the business office to manage the funds and to share information regarding the use and expenditures of these funds with ASPCFS and ASPCP for inclusion and feedback annually.
