Mr. Lobdell has served as a valued faculty member for 40 years.
Mr. Lobdell came to Fort Steilacoom Community College in 1971 and became the first full-time Psychology faculty member. During his tenure at Pierce College Mr. Lobdell has defined persistence, consistency and dedication to his the field of teaching.
His service includes the Advising and Registration Committee where he contributed substantial research on the relationship between a faculty advising model and the ultimate success of college students; Faculty Association President; Ombudsman; Social Science Division Chair from 1982-1986; advisor to the ski club, Phi Theta Kappa and the Native American Club; and externally he served on the Boards of the Sexual Assault Center of Pierce County and the Greater Lakes Mental Health Agency.
