WHEREAS; Pierce College has complied with all SBCTC requirements to offer the BASDH degree, including developing a Statement of Need and Program Proposal, undergoing a peer administrative review and peer curriculum review, and presenting the program at two SBCTC Board of Trustees meetings; and;

 

WHEREAS; The SBCTC Board of Trustees unanimously approved Resolution 15-02-06 authorizing Pierce College to award the Bachelor of Applied Science degree and commended the college for the high level of collaboration with other college and universities;

 

WHEREAS; The Dental Hygiene program faculty and the Learning Council have approved all curriculum and degree requirements, 

 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of Community College District 11, Pierce College hereby approves the addition of a Bachelor of Applied Science in Dental Hygiene degree and authorizes the college to begin the awarding of the degree beginning with the 2016-17 academic year pending authorization from the Commission on Dental Hygiene Accreditation and the Northwest Commission on Colleges and Universities.
